Uniform and Equipment List for 114th PA, Co. A





Headgear: Red fez with yellow tassel with 2 leads. White turban worn for dress and some battles. Turban is 10 ft long by 1 ft wide. Some members had turbans with blue stripes throughout (members of the original company ZDA).


Jacket: Dark blue Zouave jacket, with sky blue cuffs, red trim, piping, and tombeaux (also has vents in back with piping looped across them, and an inside breast pocket). Has red piped trefoils on each sleeve, above cuff.


Vest: Dark blue zouave vest, with red stripe down center (and around front of neck hole), and 2 pockets OR shirt-vest with red stripe down center about 2/3, then bisected by horizontal stripe across front.


Shirt: Civilian or Military-issue styles. (Military-issue is authentic.) 


Sash: Sky-blue wool, about 10 ft. long by 1 ft. wide.


Trousers: Madder red chasseur trousers with yellow soutache(braiding) around pockets.


Leggings: White canvas gaiters with white bone or glass buttons and darkened leather jambieres.


Socks: Cotton or wool.


Drawers: White cotton or flannel.





Rifle: '42 or '61  Springfield; Enfield Rifled-Musket; or 2-band Enfield Rifle (were issued all varieties). Appropriate bayonet needed as well.


Canteen: Philadelphia Depot model (aka the "bull's eye canteen), with white webbing strap, cork and cord attachment (no chain!), and gray cover. We all carry canteens with a gray cover.


Haversack: Black tarred canvas.


Blanket: 1862 Emergency issue style, plain wool blanket, or gray US regulation blanket. (Emergency Issue blanket is authentic.) We all carry the brown emergency issue blanket.


Groundcloth: Rubber blanket or painted blanket. (Poncho is incorrect for infantry!)


Mess Kit: Tin plate(not a pie pan!), knife, fork (2, 3 or 4 tine), spoon, and tin cup or mucket (smaller sized cup is authentic). May carry a small coffee pot (these would be shared among messes, 1 for every 4-5 men) and/or a small lightweight pan (again, these would be shared).


Knapsack: m1858 Doublebag, m1864 Doublebag, or Hardpack (m1858 is authentic). 


Tent: Shelter Tent or Tent Half (A-Frames are incorrect for campaign!) The proper shelter tents have no brass grommets, but sewn ones with rope loops for the stakes instead.


Overcoat: Sky-blue greatcoat or Talma. Talmas were worn by the original company ZDA.


Cartridge Box: Black leather m1855 box. No sling! May have "US" or "ZDA" plate on box flap.


Cap Pouch: US Model (no Enfield models), black leather (authentic boxes have a loop inside for nipple pick).


Suspenders: Leather Tab or Cloth (no elastic!) Not issued, so if your trousers fit, you don't need them.


Musket tools: Nipple pick and wrench (every soldier was issued them with his weapon)
